(a) clearly specify the date, time and place of the 
alleged offence; 

(b) if it is served -

(i) by being placed upon or affixed to a motor 
vehicle or boat be addressed to 'the 
owner' of the motor vehicle or boat without 
further description of the owner; and 

(ii) in any other manner clearly show on its 
face the full name, or surname and 
initials, and the address of the person on 
whom it is served; 

(c) clearly indicate the nature of the offence; 

(d) contain an indication to the person on whom it 
is served that, if he does not wish the matter 
to be dealt with by the Court, he may make a 
signed statement to that effect in the manner 
specified in the notice and pay the amount of 
the prescribed penalty within the period of 14 
days after the date of the notice; 

(e) clearly specify the place at 
manner in which, the amount of 
penalty may be so paid; and
