I have made approaches to the Minister for Defence on the matter of
the release of this and other land at Larrakeyah. A recent reply
from the Acting Minister indicates that there has been a re-assess-
ment of the total Defence land heldings in Darwin'and that until he
is satisfied that the essential defence requirements can be met he
is unable to cede land currently proclaimed for defence purposes at
this stage.

The Acting Minister has indicated that he should be in a position to
give a firm answer in March. However, if a release is not possible I
assume that the Legislative Assembly would have considered alterna-
tive site possibilities.
