(b) except where the trailer has a laden mass of less than 2
tonnes and has been fitted with overrider brakes, shall
be capable of being operated from the driver's seat of
the motor vehicle.

"(6) The Registrar may exempt a trailer from compliance with the
provisions of sub~clause (4) if he is satisfied that, having regard
to the length, construction and design of the trailer, the laden mass
of the trailer is not likely, at any one time, to exceed 1 tonne.",
