The committee elect one of its members as Chairman and one as
Deputy Chairman, who shall perform the Chairman's duties when
the Chairman is absent. In the absence of both the Chairman and
the Deputy. Chairman the members of the committee present shall
elect another member to perform the duties at that meeting.

The committee be empowered to appoint sub—committees. consisting
of three or more of its members, and to refer to any such sub-
committee any matter which the committee is empowered to examine.

The committee appoint the Chairman of each sub-committee who shall
have a casting vote only and at any time when the Chairman of a
sub-committee is not \.present at a meeting of the sub-committee,
the members of the sub-committee shall appoint one of the members
present to perform the duties of the Chairman at that meeting.

A majority of the members of a sub-committee constitute a quorum

Members of the committee who are not members of a sub~committee
may take part in the public proceedings of that sub-committee but
shall not vote, move any motion, or constitute a quorum.

(1) In proceedings for an offence against this Act, a copy of a
Gazette in which is published a notice purporting to be a notice
under section 20A(1) or 30(1) is prima facie evidence of the matters
stated in the notice.

(2) In proceedings for an offence against this Act, a certificate
signed or purporting to be signed by the Censor stating that a film
specified in that certificate has not been classified or that
advertising material in relation to a film has not been approved is
prima facie evidence of that fact.
