(9) A majority of the members of a sub-committee constitute a quorum of that
sub=committee. :

(10) Members of the committee who are not members of a sub-committee may take
part in the public proceedings of that sub—commlttee but shall not wvote,
move any motion, or constitute a quorum. :

(11) The committee and sub-committees be empowered to move from place to place,
to meet and transact business in public or in private session, to adjourn
from time. to time, to sit during any adjournment of the Assembly, and
to send for persons, papers and records.

(12) The committee be empoweréd to publish from day to day such papets and
evidence from the committee or any sub-committee as may be ordered by it,
and a daily Harsard be publlshed of such proceedlngs as take place in
public. :
