Response

Fred’s Pass Road is under the care, control and management of the Litchfield Council. An
application has been submitted by the Litchfield Council for a grant to upgrade Fred’s Pass Road
under the Improving Strategic Local Roads Infrastructure Program. | am pleased to advise that
their application has been successful and $1 220 500 of NT Government funding will be provided
to the Council towards this project.
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The Department of Transport has also made a submission to the Australian Government for
upgrades along the Arnhem Highway near Fred’'s Pass Road, the outcome of these submission
will be known in early 2016.

In addition, the Department of Transport is looking at funding options to upgrade the intersection
of the Arnhem Highway and Fred's Pass Road.
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
