There are over 55,970 seniors residing in the Northern Territory, and the current population of 16,411
seniors over 65 years and over is set to more than double by 2041.

Before 2014, all Territory male residents over 65 years and Territory female residents over 60 years were
eligible for the Seniors Concession Scheme. In the May 2014 Budget, eligibility restrictions for the Scheme
were announced without warning or consultation, meaning that concessions were restricted to holders of
Pensioner Concession and Commonwealth Seniors Health Cards only. Effectively, there is no recognition
or financial support for any Territory senior who does not meet the criteria of a Centrelink assessment.
