The Chief Minister’s Weekly E Message has been in existence since 12 June 2014 and is 
produced within the Chief Minister’s Office within existing staffing resources. 
 
It is distributed electronically through the Chief Minister website to subscribers who have 
indicated that they wish to receive updates on Government information. 
 
In line with standard electronic practices, any person who does not wish to receive this 
information has an opportunity to unsubscribe at any point.
