3. What was the total cost of flood mitigation works at Rapid Creek? How

The total expenditure on the Rapid Creek flood mitigation works (Marrara
detention basin and drainage upgrades) was $10.9 million.

How is this to be funded?

What is the total cost of flood mitigation works at Katherine North?

The total budget for the Katherine North levee is $10 million, with
$5.5 million funded by the Flood Mitigation Program and $4.5 million funded
through the Commonwealth’s Regional Growth Fund.




What is the total cost of flood mitigation works at Katherine South?
How is this to be funded?

The total budget for the Katherine South levee is $10 million, with
$9.4 million is funded through the Commonwealth’s National Flood
Mitigation Infrastructure Program and $600 000 funded by the NTG for
design of the project through DIPL’s consultancy budget.

Where has the additional $9.4 Million from the Australia Government
been allocated?

This funding from the Commonwealth’s National Flood Mitigation
Infrastructure Program has been allocated to the Katherine South levee,

currently in detailed design.

Is there any unspent funding from the original $50 Million from the sale
of TIO? How is this planned to be spent?

The $50 million has all been allocated to flood mitigation projects.
