ANSWER:

Some instances of room damage occurred at both the Centre for National
Resilience (CNR) and Alice Springs Quarantine Facility (ASQF). Instances of
damage were varied in nature, such as broken windows, drawing on walls,
damage to fencing, food spilled on floors, holes in walls and broken blinds, or
PPE being worn incorrectly.

Approximately $19,000 has been recorded for repairs.

Examples of work health and safety incidents during the 12 month period
involving an employee at CNR or ASQF include minor physical injury (e.g. cut
to finger, twisted ankle), heat stress (length of time in PPE), resident aggression
towards staff.

No incidents have required workers compensation payments for NT Health staff
at CNR or ASQF.

CNR operates low and high clean model based on infection control parameters.
Additional cleaning has been obtained during periods of high demand to cater
for large numbers of intakes or exits.

8311 invoices have been raised totalling $13.54 million. 2443 remain
outstanding.
