Arnhem Road Works

For the 2021-22 financial year, a total of $1.75 million was allocated for
repairs and maintenance along section of the road between the Arnhem
Highway and Central Arnhem Road, including access roads to
Ramingining and Maningrida.

In addition, $11.6 million in capital works was allocated including: upgrade
to four crossings (Tomkinson River, Cadell River and two minor
waterways); upgrade and seal 3km at Red Lily Lagoon; and seal to 1.2km
of Maningrida-Ramingining Road.

a) Arnhem Link Road - upgrade of four crossings (Tomkinson River, Cadell
River and two minor waterways)
