o Team Territory participated in meetings and briefings with industry and
stakeholders to ensure the goals in reports were on target and meet community
expectations.

o Assessed the government’s implementation plans to ensure implementation is
on track to meet the two, five and 10 year targets as outlined in the Final Report.

o Connected Government and the private sector to make sure directions of
implementation related actions or projects are agreed upon, best practice and
timely.

o Provided additional stakeholder engagement and champion the Territory through
positive advocacy, within the private sector and where possible, and appropriate,
encourage them to invest.

o Assisted in getting projects delivered where possible, including through the work
of the Aboriginal Economic Leadership sub-committee of Team Territory.

o Worked with Government to monitor implementation plans progress and deliver
six-monthly reporting: Progress Report 1 published May 2021; Progress Report
2 published December 2021; and Progress Report 3 published June 2022.
