Answers to Questions 1-3

The Department of Infrastructure, Planning and Logistics (DIPL) has
issued approximately 30 directions to leave Crown land in various
locations across Darwin, Leanyer, Palmerston and the Rural areas in
this period.



The directions to leave are issued with the Northern Territory Police
Officers (General Duties and Aboriginal Community Police Officers) and
Larrakia Nation in attendance.

When issuing a direction to leave, DIPL engages with the person or
group and offers further assistance through Larrakia Nation Outreach

Services or other outreach service providers.

No warnings to stay off have been issued over Crown Land.
