Changes to Builders Registration

experience?  

 
3. Industry is critical of these changes and your poor consultation.  Have you 

already made up your mind despite these concerns? 
 

4. Why wouldn’t your government recognize the more traditional 
apprenticeship training model rather than the select few who have a 
university degree? 
 

5. What evidence does government have that a university degree should be 
required for those who want to register a commercial building business? 
 

6. When do you intend enforcing this new requirement on industry?
