the Environment grants scheme has successfully funded a number of 
wildlife care and rescue organisations in Alice Springs, Katherine and 
Darwin, rather than a single body. In 2008-09, funding was provided to the 
following groups for the care, rehabilitation and release of injured and 
orphaned wildlife: Wildlife Rescue (Darwin) - $20,000; Wildcare Inc. 
(Darwin) - $11,086; Wildcare Inc. (Alice Springs) - $15,000; and Wildlife 
Rescue Service Katherine - $1293.
